Our Visit

the stairs and enter through the main doors.



Many people come to the Capitol everyday. When | enter the building, it
might be noisy. If | need a break, Capitol staff will help me find a quiet
space.

If | go on a guided tour, | will
listen and ask questions by
raising my hand. My tour will take
45 minutes but | can leave at any
time. Different events happen in
the Capitol so the rooms | visit
may be different than those | see
in this Social Story.




The rotunda is often loud
and full of people. If | need
a break, | can leave or view
the rotunda from the
second or third floor.
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There may be others visiting the Capitol so the hallways and staircases
can be busy and noisy. If | need space, | can use my map to find another
way around the Capitol.

Third Floor Public Spaces

gallery and enjoy a break from loud and busier areas of the capitol.
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| can look at the House Chamber from the third floor viewing gallery. If
the legislators are in session, | will sit down and be very quiet. | will listen
and leave when | am ready.
